Dive Dive Dive is a small island resort that can
only host up to twelve guests in their three villas.
The villas are located on our waterway that ac-
cesses the ocean. They have two great dive boats
that dock at your villas’ backdoor! The Sea Wind
is forty foot craft licensed for 28 divers. Usually
the numbers of divers on a trip is about sixteen so
everyone has plenty of room. Their other boat, the
Sea Dancer, is thirty seven feet and is licensed for
20 divers. A trip will consist of only ten to twelve
divers so that everyone has plenty of space to re-
lax and stow their gear.

They run a higher ratio of staff per guest than
most dive operations which gives their guest more
services and options. The staff is friendly and per-
sonable and will know you by name in no time.
To Dive Dive Dive you are not a number, you are
a guest! Many former guests have made lifelong
friends with the staff and stay in contact with them
long after they return home. We dive along the
Tongue of the Ocean and anchor in about thirty
five to forty feet of water on the first dive to ex-
plore a reef or dive the wall. We recommend that
you stay at about seventy feet.

The second dive is between twenty and forty feet
on either a reef or a wreck. They have other nu-
merous dive sites, as well as, the famous shark
feedings.

The cost is $805.00 per person based on double
occupancy. Not all taxes, departure fee, food, and
rental equipment are included in this price.

Rescue Diver

PADI redesigned the Rescue Diver to be
more up-to-date. What the change means
for you future Rescue Divers is this:

PADI now requires that by the second
module in lecture you must be CPR/First
Aid certified. So we are scheduling our
classes so that we can help with this. We
will meet one week, then skip a week
from Rescue and offer Emergency First
Response (EFR) that week, then return to
the lecture for one more night. On the
third meeting, we will be going to the
pool and finish there. Now for your Open
Water Dives, you do 4 scenarios in ONE
DAY OF DIVING.

The cost for JUST RESCUE DIVER is
$195.00. This includes material, use of
equipment for the pool, and lecture.
What is NOT included is the fee for open
water dives, the fee is $39.50.

This includes all equipment for the class
except for your mask, fins, snorkel and
boots.
