Bonne Terre Mine 
 
Tucked away in the hills of the “Old Lead Dis-
trict” of southern Missouri is a year-round dive 
destination.  The Bonne Terre Mine has been open 
to divers since 1981.  The mine offers crystal clear 
58 degree water of varying depths and air tem-
perature of 60 degrees, even in winter.  The min-
ing of Galena ceased in 1961 after over 100 years 
of ore extraction.   Artifacts of that bygone mining 
era are still seen close up on dives in the mine. 
 
What is needed to dive the mine?  A 1/4 inch thick 
full wetsuit is recommended; while hood and 
gloves are required.  Bonne Terre Mine provides 
tanks but divers should bring all other diving 
equipment.  Your log book and certification card 
are required at the mine.  More information on 
Bonne Terre Mine can be found at 
www.2dive.com.
